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Dual-Language Immersion

In 2021-2022, the District will expand the
Barack H. Obama Elementary School of
Technology Spanish dual language im-
mersion program by establishing immer-
sion in grades K-5.

The district implements a 50/50 immer-
sion model. Students study math, sci-
ence and Spanish literacy in Spanish.
Using English, the students study literacy,
social studies and receive math support.

The immersion program provides im-
portant benefits to students in the areas
of cognition, achievement, and linguis-
fics. Students will possess skills that cre-
ate a professional competitive ad-
vantage, making them more attractive
to colleges, career and technical pro-
grams, and employers.

Kindergarten students will be eligible to
enroll in the dual-language immersion
program.
